BEFORE ENTERING THE CLASSROOM 

Gather all required materials for next class 

Use washroom, get drink, 

Check that homework and all assignments are complete for due date. 

  

ENTERING THE CLASSROOM 
 
Class  begins  as soon as you enter the room. 

Walk quietly to your assigned seat and sit down. 

Organize Materials- open books, homework assignments, sharpen pencil 

Begin  Bellwork 
  

UPON THE BELL 

Work quietly on Bellwork checking board instructions 

Check  with a classmate if you don’t understand what should be doing. 

Listen for teacher’s additional announcements and/or instructions. 

  

DURING THE LESSON 

Stop bellwork and pay attention to the teacher as soon as lesson has begun. 

Raise hand to speak if you with to ask or answer a question 

Copy all required notes and organize all new  handouts within subject binder.

Remain seated with attention focussed on lesson. 
  

DURING WORKTIME 

Stay on task until assignment is complete. 

Partner work is encouraged  however must remain on task with discussions focussed on assigned tasks.

Use classtime wisely to complete assignments and other homework. 

May  leave desk for a purpose  -however only one student out of desk at any time. 
DURING CORRECTION OR DISCUSSION TIMES 

Listen carefully for correct answers 

Check correct answers. 

Complete incorrect or incomplete answers by adding  information. 

Ask if you don’t understand or have a related question. 

  
DURING FREE TIME (when daily assignments are completed.) 

Handin all completed assignments (if requested) into Grade Basket on or before Due Dates.

Return to incomplete earlier assignments. 

Check black board for free time activities. 

  
AT THE END OF CLASS 

           Teacher will end  the class not the bel1!
Listen for closing instructions 

Record homework and due dates in handbook. 

Clean up work area by gathering all your materials - garbage to trash. 

Remain seated until teacher dismisses the class 

Quietly walk out of class with all materials.

TESTS, ASSIGNMENTS AND PROJECT DUE DATES

Daily Assignments are expected to be completed for the next class – most students should finish within classtime if they remain “on task”. 

Students who regularly utilize classtime should have little to no homework this year.
Students and Parents can keep track of upcoming “Evaluation Dates” by following the Grade 8 Homework Calendar linked to Mr. Farq’s Website.


Students will also be given notice in class a minimum of three days notice for quizzes and tests. 

Students who are absent should be prepared to complete missing quizzes or tests on first class back – or arrange an alternative date to complete.

Students can expect test results within three days of writing – and will be posted on Power School ASAP.

Projects will include a Due Date which can be extended upon request (prior to the due date) – however all projects must be completed by the current                 Term “Cut off” Date.  
Late Assignments and Projects will be accepted and grades entered however parents will be informed of missing assignment and the plan to complete.
